New FY’12 CTE-26 and FY’12 POS Templates
&
Submission Information

All new CTE-26’s now require a Program of Study with each application. In order to make this process easier, the Miami Valley Tech Prep Consortium is making available ODE’s FY’12 POS templates, with the post-secondary portion already completed.  Additional postsecondary college POS templates will be added to the “Career Fields” section throughout the spring of 2012. Also provided are the electronic versions of the necessary ODE/CTE  forms and instructions for FY’12.
A POS is not considered to be final unless it is submitted along with a “signed” FY12 Assurance Page.  A copy of the FY’12 Assurance Page with original signatures must be kept on file with the CTPD and made available upon request.
Below are the steps each site should follow:
1. Click on the career field your new FY’12 program is under:
2. Select whichever college degree program you feel best applies
3. On the postsecondary portion of the POS, be sure to indicate 
· Secondary Program Name
· Secondary School Name (Delivery site)
· District name
4. Complete the secondary portion of the state POS template.  The attached “Word” document from ODE details each of these steps:  Assurances.
5. Have all secondary and college partners sign the FY’12 POS Assurances. The MVTPC will assist the secondary sites in gathering the college and consortium signatures. However, it is the responsibility of the CTPD to submit all documentation to the ODE.
6. Complete the new FY’12 CTE-26 for each new program in addition to the FY’12 POS & Assurances 
7. Submission Information:
· The deadline for FY’12 applications is June 1, 2011
· A POS is not considered to be final unless it is submitted along with a signed FY12 Assurance Page and a completed CTE-26 form.
