Allied Health Tech Prep 
students transitioning to the Sinclair Community College 
Life and Health Sciences Division in the fall must complete 
program prerequisites and, if necessary, all developmental 
requirements (reading, writing and/or mathematics) by 
April 1 in order to maintain their place on the wait list.  
If you are required to take developmental courses, you  
must enroll for summer term immediately after  
graduation to ensure your place on the wait list.

Financial Aid

How do I receive my 
financial aid?

1.  Pay tuition and fees
	 Financial aid will be credited to 	 	
	 the students’ accounts when they 	
	 register.  If they still have 	 	
	 a balance due after financial aid 	 	
	 is applied, they will need to pay 	 	
	 this balance or the schedule may 		
	 be canceled.

2.  Buy books
	 Those who have a financial 	 	
	 aid award for books only or 	 	
	 have remaining financial aid after 	
	 tuition is paid, a book charge 	 	
	 up to $500 will be available in the 	
	 bookstore.  	

3.  Refund
	 For students who have remaining 	
	 financial aid after tuition, fees 	 	
	 and books, a refund check may 	 	
	 be mailed to their home address 	 	
	 after the 14th day of the term.  	 	
	 Not all financial aid is able to
     be refunded, so students should 	 	
	 contact Financial Aid & 
	 Scholarships for any additional 	 	
	 questions.

How do I know if I am qualified for financial aid?
Those eligible for financial aid will receive an award letter via the e-mail account in the my.Sinclair.edu portal.  

Students must have a completed application for admission to Sinclair on file in order to access the student portal.

Student e-mail accounts are automatically generated approximately two business days after receipt of application.

Access the account by typing my.Sinclair.edu into the browser.  Click on Log-on Instructions/Password Information 
for username and password information.
