ABOUT THE TECH PREP SCHOLARSHIP
•	 Award date:  After July 1, 2011.

•	 Effective date:  Fall Quarter, 2011.

•	 Enrollment deadline:  If you’re not enrolled as a 
Sinclair student taking at least 9 credit hours by 
Spring Quarter, 2011, the scholarship will no longer 
be available to you. In unusual circumstances, an 
extension may be granted.

•	 Maximums:  $500/quarter; $1500/year; $3000 total.

•	 YOU MUST COMPLETE a Free Application for 
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) by June 30, 2011.   
The FAFSA application must be completed 
regardless of income.

The Tech Prep Scholarship 
will not be awarded until 
the following steps have 
been completed:

The Tech Prep Scholarship 
•	 Will pay toward the balance for tuition and/or books

•	 Will not pay for DEV/ACA (developmental) courses

•	 Will only disburse if you are registered for 9 or 
more credit hours (developmental courses do count 
towards your total credit hours for the quarter)

•	 Is pro-rated for less than full-time hours: $375 if enrolled 
9-11 credit hours. $500 if enrolled 12 credit hours or 
more (full-time)

•	 If there are remaining funds after two years, the 
scholarship may be used at Sinclair the third year 
after high school graduation.

•	 Check your fee bill to see that the scholarship is 
reflected.  Remember that other forms of financial 
aid are applied first.  For questions contact the  
Financial Aid Office, Room 10-324 if you qualify 
and the scholarship is not applied to your bill.

•	 Note: If you are eligible for state and federal grants 
that fully cover the amount of your tuition and 
books, you will not be awarded the scholarship. 

•	 The scholarship is not refundable.

What is financial aid?
Financial aid is money given to students to help pay for college.  Financial aid can be one of four types:

	 • Grants 	 • Work-study
	 • Scholarships 	 • Loans

Grants and scholarships are more favorable than loans because they do not need to be repaid.  In a work-study 
program, students work on or off campus to earn money for college expenses.   A financial aid package will be put 
together by Sinclair based on the students’ applications.  Students are encouraged to apply for as many different 
sources of financial aid as possible to pay for college.

Getting Started!

How do I apply for 
financial aid?
The first step to applying for financial 
aid at Sinclair is to complete the Free 
Application for Federal Student Aid 
(FAFSA).  The application is available 
in Admissions and the Financial Aid & 
Scholarships offices, Building 10, or 
it can be completed online at www.
fafsa.ed.gov.  Be sure to include 
Sinclair’s code of 003119 so the 
college can receive the results.  To 
complete the FAFSA students will need 
the following documents:
	 • 	Student’s Federal Income Tax

	 • Parent’s Federal Income Tax 		
	 	 Return (depend students only)
	 • Student’s W2s
	 • 	Parent’s W2s (dependent students 	
	 	 only)
	 • Parent’s social security number, 	
	 	 birth date, marital status and 
	 	 date (dependent students only)
	 • Amounts of any additional 		
	 	 income received in an entire
	 	 year, such as child support, 
	 	 social security, welfare benefits, 	
	 	 etc.
Students will receive two replies 
after submitting this application.  
	 • From Department of Education, 	
	 	 the students will receive a 	 	
	 	 Student Aid Report (SAR).  
	 • From Sinclair, the students will 	
	 	 receive a letter explaining the 	
	 	 next step in the process. 
Please keep in mind that the 
complete financial aid process may 
require additional paper work and/or 
applications in order to offer the best 
financial aid package possible.

The FAFSA application is used to 
determine if students qualify for grants.

When should I apply?
Apply as early as possible each year.  
May 1 is the annual priority date 
established by Sinclair.  Those who 
apply by May 1 each year, have the best 
chance of receiving financial aid.  There 
are also quarterly priority dates that will 
be posted in the class schedules. 

If students miss a priority date, they can 
still apply for financial aid but may be 
required to pay up front for tuition and 
books.  If students receive a financial 
aid award after they have paid tuition, 
Sinclair can arrange for students to be 
reimbursed up to the amount of the 
award.

The complete financial aid process 
could take as little as four to six weeks 
from start to finish or as long as ten to 
twelve weeks, depending on individual 
circumstances; so plan accordingly.

Applications are available beginning 
in January for the following 
academic year (summer 
through spring).

How do I receive my 
financial aid?

1.  Pay tuition and fees
	 Financial aid will be credited to 	 	
	 the students’ accounts when they 	
	 register.  If they still have 	 	
	 a balance due after financial aid 	 	
	 is applied, they will need to pay 	 	
	 this balance or the schedule may 		
	 be canceled.

2.  Buy books
	 Those who have a financial 	 	
	 aid award for books only or 	 	
	 have remaining financial aid after 	
	 tuition is paid, a book charge 	 	
	 up to $500 will be available in the 	
	 bookstore.  	

3.  Refund
	 For students who have remaining 	
	 financial aid after tuition, fees 	 	
	 and books, a refund check may 	 	
	 be mailed to their home address 	 	
	 after the 14th day of the term.  	 	
	 Not all financial aid is able to
     be refunded, so students should 	 	
	 contact Financial Aid & 
	 Scholarships for any additional 	 	
	 questions.
