Other financial
aid must be used prior to using the Sinclair Tech Prep Scholarship

* Be enrolled in a minimum of 12 credit hours per semester to be eligible for full
scholarship benefits of $750.00 per term. Enrollment for 9 to 11 hours will be pro-rated
at $563.00 per term.

* Maintain good academic standing as defined in the Sinclair Community College catalog
“Grades” section (i.e., a GPA of 2.0 or higher).
